We thought carefully about the 
question ‘How do Christians say 
thank you?’ and learnt about Harvest 
Festival.

“They might take some fresh fruit and vegetables to the 
Church to say thank you.” 



Then we reflected on what 
is good and bad in our 
world today. We had to 
listen really carefully to 
each other’s thoughts and 
ideas in ‘Reflection Alley’! 

We shared all of our ideas to 
create a map of ‘Our wonderful 
world’. 

“It’s good because we have our family.” 

“The world is bad because people build cities everywhere and 
don’t let the grass grow.” 

“Good because there are so many animals.” 

“The world is so bad because people litter everywhere.”
